5 Simple Steps to Salvation In Christ


Q1. I consider myself a ‘good person’ I try not to hurt anyone… isn’t that good enough?

Romans 3:23 – for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, (NKJV)
Adam and Eve’s disobedience to God in Gen 3:1-24 introduced sin into the human race. Because Adam sinned, sin spread to all people. While you might consider yourself ‘good’ compared to most people, how do you measure up against God’s law? Have you ever told the smallest lie? Then you are a liar. “For whoever keeps the whole law and yet stumbles at just one point is guilty of breaking all of it.” James 2:10 (NIV) Disobedience to God is sin.

Romans 5:12 – Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, and death through sin, and thus death spread to all men, because all sinned– (NKJV)
Q2. If sin is such a big deal then there is no hope for anyone right? 
      

Romans 6:23 – For the wages of sin [is] death, but the gift of God [is] eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. (NKJV)
Yes there is HOPE! According to God’s law the penalty for sin is death. Death here means, natural death of the body, and the second death, which is eternal separation from God. You are spirit and spirits can never cease to exist, so eternal (forever) punishment for all disobedient spirits. Likewise, people who will accept the gift of God (Christ) will enjoy eternal life with God. This is the HOPE of all believers. 
Q3. Why did Christ have to die for me, isn’t that wrong?

Hebrews 9:22 says “And according to the law almost all things are purified with blood, and without shedding of blood there is no remission.” According to God’s spiritual law, the penalty for sin is death. Someone has to die for sin. The law also says sin is cleansed only by the shedding of blood. Someone’s blood needs to be shed. The only person who qualifies is God’s only begotten Son, Jesus. He led a sinless life on earth and had the pure blood to pay for everybody’s sin. God’s love for us allowed Him to give up His Son for this purpose. 

Romans 5:8 – But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. (NKJV)
For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. John 3:16  With such love, Jesus died in your place… knowing every evil act, word, and thought you would commit. What powerful love! He loves you unconditionally even to the point of death when you are at your worst!

Q4. HOW can I be saved?

Romans 10:9-10– that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. (NKJV)
You can never be saved by trying to be a good person, nor can you be saved through any amount of ‘good works’. Ephesians 2:8, 9 says “For by grace have you been saved by faith. And that, not of yourselves. It is the gift of God, not of works. Lest any man should boast. (KJV) You and I can be saved only by confessing our sins and placing our faith in God’s son, Jesus Christ who died and paid for our sins on the cross. We must also surrender our life to His lordship… placing him in charge of every area of our life because we now belong to him.

Q5. Did God HEAR me? Did He accept me? What do I do next?
Romans10:13– For “whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved.”(NKJV)
God promises that “to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God” (John 1:12 NIV) Yes, God does hear and accept ALL who come to put their faith in Him. There is no need to fear death any longer because Jesus BROKE the power of death on the cross with his own blood. The price has been paid in full and it is God’s promise to receive all who come to him by placing their faith in Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.

Next Step(
Romans 10:17– So then faith [comes] by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. (NKJV)

You must also find fellowship with other believers in a Church that teaches and preaches the Bible. You should also now confess Jesus, your savior before men.
